The danger level summarises the characteristics of an area in a determinate moment in
relation to the danger of fire. It tells us how easy‘or not it is that, in the case of sparking,
a fire may occur and the characteristics it will have if it does occur.

It is calculated on a daily basis on the grounds of the current weather conditions
and on those forecast, as well as on the characteristics of the fuels.

A 5-level scale has been defined shared by all the Alpine countries
(ltaly, France, Switzerland, Slovenia; Austria and Germany).

Preventing a fire is important. If we see a fire we must:
